· Resource Committee update 
· Alana is away on medical leave.  As we have a need for WGM training, we looked for a possible trainer to take Alana’s place.  Kelly Speak is available for a short contract to do a training and some mentoring.  
· Executive Motion:  Karen Naumiuk moved that we make a contract for the duration of Alana Garcia’s medical leave available to Kelly Speak.  Due to Kelly’s experience with us and in order to secure her time, we propose we pay her $20/hour, acknowledging that we normally pay $18/hour for the entry level position.  Genny Funk-Unrau seconded the motion.  
· Genny Funk-Unrau moved that we ratify the Executive motion to hire Kelly Speak for the interim position.  Debbie seconded.  Approved.

· Literacy Committee update 
· Two Family Literacy event boxes were used during the summer – by Mosaic and IRCOM.  Both events were very successful.
· School support workers met as a team to talk about their Family Literacy events as well.  They were very pleased with the events.
· Books 4 Babies continues – Family Fun Day in Centennial asked for and received books for distribution at the event.   They also got books from Frontier College.
· Membership forms were circulated
· Financial Report – as of end of August.  We have sent money to many of the grant recipients.  Genny Funk-Unrau moved that we accept the financial statement for August 31, 2015.  Rhonda Cenerini seconded.  Approved.
· Roundtable discussion: what is your agency dealing with?  Are there emerging issues?
· Pregnancy and Family Support Services – increase in criminal and gang activity in the area around the centre.  

· WRHA Public Health – changes in immunizations for children at school, in response to some of the research.  Also preparing for mass flu immunizations in October.  Will send information as it becomes available.  

· Immigrant Centre – parenting programs for newcomers.  Other programs available:  conversation circles, cooking/nutrition, employment counseling.

· West End Commons:  Growing Kids program beginning at St. Matthews Maryland Community Ministry.  There are apartments available for families with Mental Health issues.  
· YMCA/YWCA – manage programs related to mental health, young women, newcomer women.  Member access program – the process has changed for subsidized membership, based on income alone.  Handle with Care program.

· MB Housing – also dealing with issues around gang and drug activity.  

· Family Dynamics – new director Pamela Zorn.  Parent Coach program:  In home support – about 2 hours/week.  There is a current wait list.  

· WGM beginning next week at Greenway

· Healthy Child MB – Nov. 18-19 National Child Day with Data Day on Nov. 17. Lloyd Axworthy will be the key note speaker.  Workshops about diversity and nurturing this diversity.  2 coalition members will be sponsored by Healthy Child.  Coalitions are also encouraged to sponsor additional people.  C of C is meeting this month: Succession planning, then various presenters on second day.  Initial screening for a new provincial coordinator has been done.
